·  Community residents sometimes use these cans as 
personal garbage cans, causing overflows between 
regular pick up times. Please use these cans for small 
items, not your household waste. 

·  Trash pick up for the green cans is Tuesday , 
Roselawn's regular trash collection day. 

·  If you notice an overflowing can, call 561-6000 (line is 
available 24/7) and report it so that the receptacle can 
be emptied that day.

October is Breast Cancer Awareness Month – A person al 
message from Officer and Trustee, Jackiedra Wilson 
 
“Neither my great grandmother, grandmother nor mother 
have had any type of cancer.  At age 28, I was 
diagnosed with breast cancer.  And the last time I 
checked, the only risk factor I fit is being female.  
 
October is breast cancer awareness month, but I don’t 
want to list statistics or share my experience with 
surgeries, chemo, and radiation.  I don’t even want to 
convince you to participate in the annual Making Strides  
walk on October 15. Instead, I want to stress the 
importance of early detection.  Men and women: know 
your body and follow the guidelines for routine check-ups 
and tests.   
 
As you read earlier, you can’t always depend on genetics 
and risk factors.  By doing my BSE (breast self exam), I 
was the first person to find the small lump in my breast – 
not doctors or tests – and I’m happy to say that with faith 
and courage and family and friends and medical 
professionals, it’ll be my two-year survivor anniversary in 
October 2006.”

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This summer, members of the Roselawn CPOP team 
members helped Roselawn Lutheran Church (RLC) 
and Harmony School resolve a potential security 
problem. For many years a hedge has grown 
between RLC and the senior apartments formerly 
known as the Philada. The apartments were sold 
and now house young men who are part of 
Harmony’s basketball and football teams.  
 
As the hedge neared 200’ in length, and 15 feet in 
height, it became overgrown and provided places to 
hide for people looking to avoid detection. CPOP 
members Charles Vanner, Susan Glas, Grace 
Wilson, Charles Houston and Johnnie Barnett, cut 
the hedge down to a manageable 2’ height and 
cleaned up the area. Removing the barrier that the 
hedge had become has provided an opportunity for 
the apartment residents and RLC congregation to 
get acquainted, and everyone is safer.
