He appeared 
monthly at monthly RCC meetings informing the 
attendees of potential problems in our area and 
telling us about ways to protect ourselves and our 
property.  He often attended the trustee meetings, 
as well. Many of us saw him as the security officer at 
the US Bank on Reading Road.  
 

Specialist Dukes' greatest interest and attention was 
directed to serving our senior citizens.  He helped 
escort them to the movies each month and made 
certain the bus journey was an enjoyable and safe 
event. On the National Night Out in July he felt it 
was his personal duty to dispense ice cream to the 
seniors as well as visit each street location having 
an open house. 
 

He gained the respect and admiration from all the 
police in District IV for his experience and wisdom. 
Prior to reassignment, as part of the re-structuring of 
the neighborhood policing program, Specialist 
Dukes was honored with a plaque of appreciation 
and a cake at the February RCC general meeting.  
He is now enjoying  retirement after more than 
twenty-nine years service in the Cincinnati Police 
Department.
