Winter Is Flu Season      

Winter is here and everyone is encouraged to receive a 
dosage of the influenza vaccine.  The “flu” is not just a 
cold, but rather a specific viral illness consisting of a high 
fever, severe aches and pains, nausea, vomiting, 
headache, runny nose and painful coughing. 
 
It rapidly spreads from person to person causing 
debilitation and missed school and work days.  
Complications include bacterial pneumonia, bronchitis, 
worsening of chronic conditions, dehydration and 
possibly death. 
 
Current recommendations from the Center for Disease 
Control and Prevention, (CDC), are that persons over the 
age of six months, health care workers and individuals 
with chronic conditions such as heart disease, lung 
problems, kidney abnormalities and diabetes be 
immunized. 
 
Two injections, given a month apart, are suggested for 
first time recipients but only a single dose is necessary if 
you have been previously immunized. 
 
There is no living material in the new and improved 
vaccine therefore you can NOT get influenza from the 
shot.  Some persons report a sore arm or low grade 
temperature.  Contact your physician, first, for specific 
advice if you are allergic to eggs or have had any 
reaction to prior flu shots. 
 
Persons over 65 should speak with their doctor about the 
new pneumococcal (nasal mist) immunization.

When I brought home a cocker spaniel named Ella 
sixteen years ago, I had no idea that she would become a 
friendship ambassador in the neighborhood. She 
introduced me to dozens of children and scores of adults, 
many of whom never knew my name but always called 
Ella by hers. 
 
I think dogs are good for people and good for a 
neighborhood. They get us outside and help neighbors 
meet neighbors. When owners do not accept the 
responsibilities of keeping their dogs, we inconvenience, 
even endanger, our neighbors, visitors, and service 
providers. The neighborhood suffers, and then dogs are 
no longer welcome in the community. 
 
Every owner must be informed about Cincinnati dog laws. 
Dogs must be licensed. They must be leashed, and 
owners must clean up after them. Stricter laws exist 
regarding pit bulls and vicious dogs. According to Section 
701-6 of the Cincinnati Municipal Code, only pit bulls 
registered by the Cincinnati Police Department prior to 
November 1, 2003 are allowed to live in the city. Owners 
may not have more than one pit bull over 6 months old.  
 
Pit bulls must be muzzled, leashed, and under the control 
of a competent adult. The leash must not exceed 3 feet in 
length. Pit bulls require special housing and/or caging. 
Liability insurance ($50,000) is required for pit bulls. They 
are classified as vicious dogs. If you have concerns about 
a vicious dog in the neighborhood, call the police non-
emergency number, 765-1212, to report them. 
 
The purpose of the law is to preserve the peace, welfare, 
and safety of the public. Everyone deserves the peace 
and safety intended by this law.  
 
I plan to bring home a new (or used) dog soon. Maybe I’ll 
see you when we walk. I hope so. Roselawn can be a 
great neighborhood, if we take great care of it.
