If so, you should know
about the free community help available
through the Roselawn Lutheran Church
(1608 Summit Road), 821-5730.

Food Pantry — Open the 2" and 3"
Wednesday of each month, Noon to 2:00
p.m., and 3" Sunday from 11:30 — 12:30 p.m.
Clients may come once per month. Please
note that this is open to those with limited
income and a photo ID is requested along
with a recent piece of mail showing a
Roselawn address.

Computer Class — Open every Wednesday
evening from 6:00 — 8:00 p.m. providing basic
instruction at your own pace. All are welcome!

Eye Clinic — Services by appointment only,
and applications are available in the church
office. To qualify, patients must be at least 18
years old, meet limited income requirements
(under $21,659 per year for one person —
proof of income is required) and have no
health insurance, including Medicare or
Medicaid. Eye exam is free. If glasses are
needed, you will receive a voucher for a free
pair at LensCrafters.

To
qualify, patient must be 18 or younger, meet
income requirements as noted above, and
have no dental insurance.
