One of our biggest challenges……We’re growing!  

It is no secret that we, as a community, face tremendous 
challenges – a situation that we share with other Cincinnati 
neighborhoods. But we have one problem that is of our own 
making – and one that we can fix ourselves
politely called litter – but more accurately called trash and filth.
 
Water bottles, soft drink containers and beer cans are tossed 
into bushes or thrown from car win
cards and lottery tickets are discarded on s
containers, oversized paper drink cups and con
seen everywhere, especially the Reading Road corridor.  
 
Every year the Roselawn Community Council organizes two 
clean-up events in which individuals unite, joining together to 
remove litter and improve the appearance of yards and streets. 
Often, over fifty black plastic bags of trash are collected in a 
single day. But this is not enough to keep Roselawn attractive. 
We can fix this if we all work at it together. 
·  If you own a business, please keep the sidewalks clean 

and free of trash.  
·  If you are a resident, check your yard and street 

frequently and put the trash in a can.  
·  If you are a parent, talk to your children about the 

importance of respecting themselves and others by 
putting trash in its place.  

·  If each one of us takes responsibility, 
problem , and we will all benefit

Books, magazines, DVDs, CDs, computers!  
The newest branch of The Public Library is open for 
business at 1740 Langdon Farm Road , adjacent to the 
Community Action Agency at Jordan Crossing. The 
branch serves Roselawn and Bond Hill with the latest 
library technology in a beautiful, contemporary setting. 

There are many “firsts” for the branch: 

1) Partnership between the Public Library of Cincinnati & 
Hamilton County and the Cincinnati-Hamilton County 
Community Action Agency promises to bring a whole 
new level of service to the urban community and is the 
first collaboration of its kind in the entire nation. 

2) First new branch to open in nearly 6 years.  
3) First library paid for completely with donated funds.  
4) Most technologically advanced facility—not only of all     

40 of our branch libraries, but also of the Main Library.  
5) At 12,000 square feet, largest branch and largest 

number of computers, 27, of any branch in Cincinnati. 
It also offers word processing and self-service check 
out, two more “firsts” for the Library’s system.
