The U.S. Census will be conducted on April1  *, 2010.
The count is conducted once every ten years. Mayor Mark
Mallory has formed a Complete Count Committee to
ensure that the count will be as accurate as possible. He
believes that Cincinnati was undercounted by 46K in

the last census and estimates that the city has los  t
$104 million of census- based, allocated funds over the
past ten years. An accurate count also affects the city’s
image since indices that measure crime and poverty use
the census population as a base.

The only way to be included in the census is to complete
and return the census form (it's available in six different
languages) that will be sent out next year. The U.S.
Census Bureau does not extract data from any other
database. Please tell everyone to get counted.

ROCURC UPDATE - 2009 was a hard year for grant-
writers. Funders had less money to give and competition
increased as more and more organizations looked for
replacement revenue sources. We are learning new ways to
make resources stretch farther. In some cases, we find that
we have resources we never thought of as "resources."

As funds to Community Councils are reduced, we find that
our investments of time and effort are under-rated
resources. In 2010, we can make important changes in our
neighborhood that demonstrate we are a tightly-knit, caring
community.

One simple way is to get to know the good things already in
Roselawn, like beautiful Roselawn Park, or the Wildlife
Habitat at the ROCURC Garden. Walk your neighborhood.
Your mail carrier sees a very different Roselawn than you
do in your car.

Get to know our Roselawn resources from a different
perspective, use them, tell your neighbors, and friends
outside our community. And join us for work and fun in the
neighborhood in 2010. On December 20th at the ROCURC
garden lot we will light luminaries to celebrate the
lengthening of days, the promise of Spring 2010. Come
share the light, and the warmth of Roselawn!

A $500 mini grant from KCB-Fifth Third Bank, titled
Connecting the Dots, brought Roselawn to the
attention of the guests gathered at Benken
Greenhouses for Keep Cincinnati Beautiful's Annual
Awards event, Just Desserts, on November 12,
2009. The money was used to reconstruct the
Sunderhaus Designer Bench Suite at Reading and
Section Roads, and purchase mulch and soil
amendments for both gardens which include the
Eastlawn Garden at Roselawn Park and the
ROCURC Garden at Reading and Section Roads.

Twenty-one trees from Fall ReLeaf 2009 were
installed to add to the biodiversity of the garden
stock. Both gardens were certified as National
Wildlife Habitats through the National Wildlife
Federation.

This $500 grant award, combined with leveraged
assets, delivered a value in excess of $2000 to our
neighborhood, and public recognition for Roselawn
in the Keep Cincinnati Beautiful network!
