After a social half hour and the consumption of tea, coffee and chocolate drinks plus a variety of fruit and freshly baked brownies, the meeting was called to order at 7:30 by President Barbara Kley.   Three new visitors introduced themselves.

Patrolman Rose substituted for vacationing Chris Barry and distributed crime statistics for January, February and compared them with those for the past five years. Residents from Stillwell feel their problems are beginning to improve as a result of police activity.

Fire Captain Prather reported on Roselawn events as well.  The Valley shop-in tenant, Community Valley Daycare, had fire damage on 2/6/08 and is now closed. No monthly statistics were distributed.  We were cautioned to not shovel snow onto the fire hydrants as this results in potential problems. Call or visit the fire station for CO and smoke detectors or nine volt batteries. Smoke house reservations for use at block party events may be made by contacting Will Jones at 564-1743.  Also avoid two sided street parking on Debonnaire and Wynnewood Avenues to permit fire truck entry and egress.
Amy Scrivner discussed the new Vision Clinic at Roselawn Lutheran Church.  It functions the first and third Saturday of each month.  Eligible clients include adults, eighteen years of age or older, have no insurance, are within 200% of federal poverty guidelines and have no current eye doctor.  It is served by community ophthalmologists and the 51 doctors from the Cincinnati Eye Institute. Surgical candidates are referred  to University Hospital or to CEI facilities.  Councilman Monzel helped Rev Redder and CEI navigate problems with permits and licenses for construction.  An open house is scheduled for May 8th, 2008 from 4-7 pm.

He will be in charge of the Great American cleanup April 26th 2008.  Monica Plear will again speak with the manager of Hillcrest elderly.  There are tentative plans to place two flower planters at the entrance of the apartment building. by the management..  Two signup sheets were circulated:  one for participation in the Great American cleanup and another for removal of the stone wall at Summit and Reading roads and transfer to Reading and Section.
